2009 was unquestionably the year of the Robblees with veteran Steve winning
yet another championship in his illustrious stock car racing career and son Matt
sneaking out from behind his dad’s shadow to take his rightful spot in the
limelight.

The youngster has certainly established his own credibility in this demanding
sport.

Beyond Steve Robblee’s dominating run to this year’s championship the season’s
points race boiled down to a seven-driver pursuit for second and third spots in the
final standings.

Veteran Dave Connelly quickly asserted his intentions to give Robblee a chase
for the crown by moving into second place early in the season but he lost his
grasp with two abysmal nights at the end of the schedule. First year series
competitor Dan Prudhomme appeared at one point to have a lock on third place
and once flirted with a run at second but he also faltered in the home stretch.

Their downfalls opened the door just wide enough for Matt Robblee and Brennan
Didero to barge into second and third places respectably -a mere three points
apart.

Rookie Cole Weber was also in hot pursuit for a podium finish in the final
standings heading to Delaware but DNFs in both ends of the twin 50s derailed his
bid. A win in the final race at Flamboro Speedway provided some consolation in
what can still be classed as an impressive season.

Defending Champion Shawn McGlynn was among the leading pre-season picks
to win the title again in 2009 but he had what can best be described as a roller
coaster ride with a mixture of five top-tens (including one win) but too many sixth
through seventeenth-place finishes for the usually consistent competitor.

Sixteen year-old Mitch Brown, the youngest of this year’s drivers, showed a lot
more maturity and driving talent than one who have expected when the season
began. This series would benefit from more competitors of his pedigree.

This year's Lucas Oil Sportsman Cup had other competitors who contributed
immensely to this year's successful season and their contributions are noted in
the following pages.

So what's ahead for 20107

An additional event or two plus the addition of new competitors to the series’
roster are high on the list of goals for LOSC organizers. While seven events/14
races may satisfy the comfort levels of some participants many crave additional
races and venues to fuel their racing adrenalin. Obviously added sponsorship is
needed by every team and the series itself to make this goal achievable.

Throughout the season a number of competitors from other series expressed
interest in joining the LOSC. Let's hope their intentions were serious.

ROBBLEE WINS CHAMPIONSHIP — WEBER CAPTURES FIRST
CAREER VICTORY

Steve Robblee needed to only take a green flag at Flamboro Speedway to capture his
second Lucas Oil Sportsman Cup presented by Benson Auto Parts championship. He did
that, and much more in the final round of the series.

The night started off with qualifying, and Josh Wood set the fastest time on the session,
with Shawn McGlynn second, Dave Connelly third, with fourth going to Jay Doerr, making
just his second attempt in the series. Robblee almost didn’t make the green, as he hit the
wall in qualifying, bending two rims and a right front shock.

When the green dropped on the first 50-lapper Josh Wood took command of the race,
leading the opening laps easily before Doerr and Robblee started putting pressure on him.
On lap 21, Wood slid high out of four and the duo struck, taking first and second.

Doerr led Robblee until lap 40 when he had to head to the infield with the bottom of his car
on fire. This would turn the lead over to Robblee, with Doerr being done for the night.
Wood tried to pressure Robblee, but had to be very careful to protect second spot from
pressure in the form of Brennan Didero and Matt Robblee. Wood would hold them off for
second in the final 10 laps, while Steve Robblee went on to capture his seventh feature
win of the 14 that make up the campaign. Didero would hold off Matt Robblee for fourth,
with Cole Weber founding out the top-five.

Steve Robblee was in command of race segment #1 at Flamboro on the final night of the 2009
schedule outdistancing Josh Wood and Brennan Didero. A broken transmission ended his run
early in the nightcap and forced him to watch much of the race from the sidelines.

Robblee spoke about winning the race, and locking up his second series championship, “I
messed up in qualifying and hit the wall, but we were able to get the car back together. It
feels good to win another Sportsman championship. | think there are some pretty good
teams running this series.”

For Robblee in addition to his second Lucas Oil Sportsman Title, he was also able to
capture his ninth Delaware Speedway Late Model crown, the JBM Leasing Triple Crown
of events at Delaware, the NASCAR Whelen All-American Series Ontario Championship
finished sixth in the NASCAR Weekly Racing Series National Championship. He reflected
on his banner campaign, “We had a lot of luck this year, and had good cars. | think it's
pretty neat that we were able to do all that and finish in the top-five against guys from all
over North America that race professionally. We just do it for fun.”

The field would start straight up for the second 50-lapper, putting Steve on the pole, but
his run to his first sweep of the season would come to a halt on lap nine when the
transmission went on his car. Wood took over and paced the field without any competition
until the halfway point of the race when Weber shuffled Didero out of line for second along
with Matt Robblee and started to shave the gap that Wood had established.

Weber reeled in Wood, and a lap 41 yellow would put Weber alongside of Wood for the
restart, but Josh was able to hold serve on the restart. The yellow flew again on lap 44
giving Weber one more crack and it, and after a thrilling battle, Weber took control.
Shawn McGlynn fought back from a spin earlier in the event to finish second, with Wood
holding on to finish third. Didero and Brown rounded out the top-five.

Matt Robblee was able to hold onto second in the point standings, by just three markers
over Didero. Connelly finished fourth, with rookie Weber in fifth.

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On September 12" Steve Robblee added yet another title to his impressive list of stock car racing
accomplishments by cementing the points' race in this year’s drive to the Lucas Oil Sportsman
Cup championship. It marked his second such title in the three-year existence of the series.

It also marked his seventeenth Championship Title in his 29-year career —a record that is unlikely
to be topped in the future annals of Ontario (and Canadian for that matter) stock car racing.
Included in those records are 9 Delaware Speedway Late Model Championships; 4 CASCAR
National Sportsman Series Titles; 2 CASCAR Super Series Championships plus over 200 feature
wins including seven 50-lap LOSC races this past season.

But Championships aren’t the only credits in his illustrious motorsports career. Add to the titles
such tributes as “Most Sportsmanlike Driver” (3 times); Inside Track Motorsports News “Stock Car
Driver of the Year” (2003);
Inside Track Motorsports
News “ “Overall driver of the
Year” (2003); Inside Track
Motorsports News “Greatest
CASCAR Racer of All Time
(2006). He has also been
privileged to sit at the head
table at two London Sports Celebrity Dinners honouring local athletes
and in 2008 he placed third in the Short Track Power rankings.

Is it any wonder local track announcers and the local press have
dubbed him “Showtime” Steve Robblee?

In 2009 this racing icon was the showcase of the Lucas Oil
Sportsman Cup winning seven of the series’ 14 races and placing in
the top-five in five other 50-lap sprints around Ontario ovals. His
record was virtually unblemished going into the season’s final race
when transmission problems in his generally reliable Ford Fusion
forced him to end the night early having already captured this year’s
championship.

That impressive record over the seven-event schedule left the rest of
the competition simply chasing a second place finish in the overall
point’s standings as the chase winding down to the championship
entered its final dash to the finish line.

Was 2009 Steve’s last year behind the wheel of a racecar?

We hope not but we’re hearing it's a decision he’ll be contemplating in the off-season.

Steve Robblee (28) and Matt Robblee (27) paced this year's Lucas Oil Sportsman Cup in dominating fashion capturing 11 of the series’ 14 50-lap feature
races. The father-son racing family also shared wins in four of the season’s seven events run on the short tracks of Ontario.

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Will he take the wheel of the #28 next season?

It's been nine years since the then teenager Matt Robblee made his first foray into
motorsports and there’s no doubting his veins are filled with racing blue-blood.

The year was 2001 when the youngster strapped himself behind the wheel of a Junior
Open-Wheel Sprint Car — a start that planted the seed for his racing career.

In 2002 he switched to the Junior CASCAR division’s asphalt racing program at Delaware
Speedway and then on to the truck division where he really began honing his racing skills.

In 2003, at age16, he moved up to Delaware’s Truck Division where he competed through
the 2006 season again making his mark at a track where his dad had set many of his
impressive records.

He joined the Sportsman Series ranks in 2007 earning Rookie-of-the-Year honours, won a
feature event and placed 4™ in the overall standings.

In 2008 he won two events and jumped to second in the standings —a mere five points
behind Champion Shawn McGlynn and began setting the stage for this season’s
impressive run.

On four occasions in 2009 he shared the limelight with his dad Steve by winning four 50-lap sprints and hustling his way to six other top-ten
finishes —a record that again earned him second place honours in the overall points’ standings.

In those four victories, his rear view mirror reflected the nose of his dad’s #28 Ford Fusion chasing him to the checkered flags.

Whether or not his mentor decides to race again in 2010 you can bet young Matt Robblee will be the one all eyes are focussed on in the
chase to the championship.

Weber earned that honour by virtue of solid performance throughout the season and his
fifth-place finish in the final standings. He raced to six top-five finishes and three other
top-tens culminating with his first feature win in the final race at Flamboro Speedway.

He also had two earlier flirts with the checkered flag finishing second in the season
opener at Mosport Speedway and in the first of the twin-50s at Sauble Speedway.

Cole’s first venture into stock car racing came back in 2001 when he and a few of his
buddies who were novices at building race cars decided to try their hands at putting an
Enduro car together for competition on the half-mile Delaware Speedway. It was a
move that help gain him added experience that would benefit his future aspirations.

His next venture with oval track competition was 2002 competing in the Challenger
Truck Division at Delaware Speedway - a move that ignited his racing career. He
returned to the division the following season before moving up to the former CASCAR
Sportsman Series where he competed in limited events over the 2005 and 2006
seasons.

In 2007 he switched classes and venues travelling down the 401 to compete in
Flamboro Speedway’s Late Model Division. In 2008 he spent time working on the cars of
others.

“My friends and | built an Enduro car in the neighbour’s garage not really
knowing anything,” noted Cole in looking back on events leading to this
year's encouraging accomplishments. “Now after eight years of hard work
and a lot of frustrations | am proud to be competitive at this level. The 2009
season was the best getting my first win and finishing the highest among a
strong field of “first year competitors in the LOSC. It was great working with
my crew chief Dan Lawler”
